Our advocacy priorities include universal early learning and child care, affordable
housing, gender equity, addressing women's economic well-being, stopping violence
against women and girls, legal supports for women, and truth and reconciliation.

The YWCA BC Housing Action Fund is a $5 million initiative dedicated to accelerating
the development of new affordable housing for women and their children.
